Hazardville, Connecticut 

1888- 1913

Mr. Allyn G. Bridge was the first of our number to be an officer of the Union, being vice-president.  The  
Union has met with us several times, and we have also entertained a group meeting of the Epworth League  
of the Norwich District. 
 

We soon added to our working force the Music and the Flower Committees, which have been of good help 
throughout all the years.  It is no small matter to have a player secured and a leader who has chosen appropri-
ate hymns ready to start each meeting with a song; no small matter, either, to provide flowers for church 
decorations through winter and summer, and after the service to take them to the sick and shut-in ones.  Two 
special decorations I recall:  Last Easter, the potted plants of Easter lilies seemed like a growing garden in-
side the chancel rail; and at our last Sunday School Rally Day, a harvest display of fruit and vegetables and 
sheaves of grain showed that summer was gone, and the work of the winter upon us.  We have purchased a 
small table and two vases for flowers. 
 

The finances of the society were taken care of during the first few years by each member paying fifty cents 
each a year in advance; and later, an offering also was taken at each consecration meeting. 
 

It is pleasant to record the successful things done, but because I am trying to be a true historian, other things 
must be recorded.  I remember after a few years how slim in attendance were the business meetings, seven  
or eight only being present; and how with difficulty the prayer meetings were sustained.  You know the 
meetings were held very early, at five-forty-five, so that it would not interfere with the regular preaching  
service at six-thirty.  It was thought that if another evening was chosen, it might bring out more members,  
so we voted to meet on Wednesday evening after prayer meeting, for many could not spare another whole  
evening.  I do believe people’s time was filled full even back in ’91.  but the change of time did not produce 
the desired result of the revival of interest, and after about a year of rather slow living, it was decided either 
to organize under the old name, or to organize under the name of Epworth League, the latter being the hearty 
recommendation of our pastor, Rev. T. J. Everett, and his wife.  But because the same conditions still  
prevailed, the vote was twelve to six in favor of reorganization under the old name, with  
meetings on Sunday evening.  During the next few years, we began to launch out a little in  
work for others.  We gave two socials for the Y.M.C.A. of Thompsonville; one at  
their hall, and one in our Institute Hall.  They were both well attended and were 
pleasant events.  As a part of one of the programs prepared by our society, a chapter 
from “The Birds’ Christmas Carol” was successfully given by Effie M. Prickett,  
who with rolled-up sleeves and arms akimbo took off Mrs. Ruggles to perfection.
